What does it mean to be held to a “higher standard”??

It does NOT mean that you are expected to be perfect.  


~We are all sinners saved only by God’s grace.  (Romans 3:23; Ephesians 2:8,9)


~We are all in the process of being made more like Christ.  (Romans 8:29)

It DOES mean:

1.  You should live life consistently in all areas.  (In other words, you shouldn’t behave 

    differently at school than you do at church.)

2.  You should be willing to serve when and where needed.

3.  You should respect and obey authority in both words and actions.

4.  You should provide an example of diligent discipleship to other students and adults 
     who observe you.

5.  You should act with integrity.

     (from Webster’s:  integrity =  uprightness, honesty, and sincerity)
6.  You should display concern and compassion for every student our ministry touches, 
     not just your favorites.

How can you accomplish this without going crazy?

Just try to do what Jesus would do!

(And how do you know what Jesus would do?  Study HIM!)
